5) Scientific Committee (Christian, Gonzalo, Poonam, and Krista):
As mentioned in the agenda, the General Survey is finished for its distribution at the Ocean City Colloquium. Christian Capitini summarized what is in the agenda: We are back with the old 2004-05 survey format with minor changes; it’s been simplified (less questions). This format is easier to use with the monkey Server tool, so it will be faster to analyze. 
The idea will be to extend the survey to internet, but from now on, there will be only the paper version available at the Colloquium.

(The survey (scientific) sub-committee has just finished the General Survey that will be distributed at the Colloquium. Scientific committee redesigned the 2008 FYI survey to focus on mentoring and the overall training experience.  It is about 50-60% shorter than last year, but still informative. This year's takes the 2004 and 2005 as  models with minor changes, instead of relying on the 2007's. This will allow us to make better comparisons with answers from past years. The addition of Krista Zanetti to the Survey Committee helped a lot in achieving this. But again, the Committee would like to remind the SC that we are always in need of help, specially after the Colloquium).

Feb Colloquium Write Up

We are just days away from the Colloquium… and here are a few numbers:

· A total number of 370 people are registered to attend (few cancellations)
